Outcomes


1a. to ensure that the membership cohort of the leadership academy is fully representative in diversity of/against your wider SSP student population.


1b. to ensure that your Leadership Academy is working strategically with Key Partners; CSP,FE colleges secondary/primary schools and community clubs.


2. Minimum of 10 students to regularly officiating in inter school competitions or supporting community sports in at least 3 sports


3. A minimum of 10 Leaders attain UKCC Level 1 coaching qualification and are deployed to support schools or community clubs


4. A minimum of 10 students to train as Event Volunteers (extending your Leaders/Competition Managers and Sports Administrators or accessing specific training via ASDAN level 2 qualification in Event Volunteering) and deploying to regularly support inter/intra competitions and community events. This outcome is to support existing Young Event Volunteering Development Officer.


5. A minimum of 10 leaders to train as Junior Team Managers (utilising the new “your Managers”) and deploy to support inter/intra sports competitions in a minimum of 5 different sports.
