Bromley Primary Schools 6-a-Side Hockey Tournament
RULES

Team Requirements

· A squad shall consist of up to 10 players, 6 of whom shall be on the pitch at any one time.

· A team must have of a minimum of 3 girls on the pitch at all times.

Sports Rules and Notices

· Regulation hockey sticks shall be used, having a flat face on it’s left-hand side only. Unihoc sticks will not be allowed.

· Matches will be played across half a full sized pitch. 
· No goalkeepers

· Rolling substitutions are allowed at any time during the game.

· No offside

· The scoring area is the hockey ‘D’ marked in front of each goal.

· For a deliberate foul in the scoring area a penalty hit will be awarded from the centre spot at an undefended goal.

· No penalty corners – indirect free hit for a non-deliberate foul in the scoring area will be taken from the edge of the ‘D’.

· “Corner” free hits will be taken on the sidelines, 5 yards from the corner.

· Defending free hits for an offence in the scoring area by an attacker and for balls over the back line off an attacker can be taken up to a line level with the top of the hockey “D”. 
· All players (other than the striker) must be 5 yards from the ball when a free hit is being taken anywhere on the pitch.

· At free hits, the ball must move at least 1 yard before being played by another player from the same team.

· Wild swinging of the sticks will be penalised if dangerous or intimidating.

· First time hitting will be discouraged as it can lead to dangerous play.

· The ball must not go higher then the backboard when taking a shot at goal.

· In any dispute, the decision of the hockey event organiser shall be final.

Points system:  [ Only used for Tournaments organised on a league basis ]
Four points for a win, three for a score draw, two for a no-score draw, one point for the losing team.  In the event of teams being equal on points, the league result shall be decided on: first of all goal difference, then if still equal “goals for”.
